inthe case of abody corporate or an unincorporated body.

) If thefine stated on theviolation ticket remainsunpaid for a
period of 30 calendar daysfrom the date of issue of theticket, and no Court
heering hasbeen requested by the violation under Regulation 7 below, thevidlator
may be summoned to gppear in court to answer thelittering offencedleged to
have been committed by him.

8. If apersonwho hasbeenissued with aviolation ticket wishesto gppear
in court for hearing he may, within fifteen calendar days of the date of issue of
theticket, soinform in writing the Officer-in-Charge of the police station of the
didtrict wheretheticket wasissued, together with aduplicate copy of theticket,
and he shal then be served with asummonsto appear in court to answer the
charge.
